Description from the website:

Park is situated on a mature 28 acre area. Partially wooded, the elevated site commands views
over Ballycastle Bay, enclosed by the cliffs of Fair Head and Rathlin Island. Just a twenty
minute drive from the world famous Giant’'s Causeway, it's the perfect base from which to
explore Northern Ireland’s magical causeway coast and Glens. After the activities of the day,
you can return and enjoy the hospitable surroundings of the park’s traditional Irish bar.

Crossings :
Initial thoughts on the ferry crossing is to take the Fleetwood to Larne route which is an 8 hour
crossing (meals included), allowing time to rest before the short ride to Ballycastle.

Return ferry crossing could be Larne to Fleetwood or possibly Dublin to Holyhead, with an
overnight stop in North Wales. Such decisions can be made once numbers are known.

Of course you would not be limited to a group crossing - you may wish to extend the holiday
either end and arrange your own crossing ... see attached for alternative routes and distances.
